Promoting Mental Health in Educational Institutes

Promoting the state of mental well-being in
educational institutions is of utmost importance
for the flourishing and progress of students.

According to the National Alliance on Mental
Illness (NAMI), one in six youth aged 6-17
experience a mental health disorder each year.
Mental health issues not only affect students'
emotional well-being but also have a significant
impact on their academic success. A study by the
Centre for Disease Control and Prevention
(CDC) found that students who reported higher
levels of emotional distress were more likely to
have lower grades and miss school.

It is therefore essential for educators, school
counsellors, mental health professionals,
parents, and students to understand the
importance of addressing mental health in
education. Empirical research has
demonstrated a noteworthy correlation between
psychological distress, sleep difficulties, and
homesickness among university students.

Schools, in collaboration with families and the
community, serve as the optimal milieu for the
cultivation of holistic mental health education
for adolescents. Mental health education should
concentrate on enhancing students'
constructive psychological attributes and
should be implemented through a "four-in-one"
mental health education framework. A
conspicuous disparity exists between the
mental health and well-being of educators,
educational aides, and students, thereby
underscoring the necessity for remedial
measures. Anti-stigma interventions, such as
educational initiatives, interventions centered
on interpersonal contact, and role-playing
exercises, have proven to be efficacious in
augmenting knowledge, attitudes, and beliefs
pertaining to mental health disorders among
students. By incorporating these interventions
and fostering a supportive milieu, educational
institutions can foster mental well-being and
flourishing among students.

Can 3D Printing Really Mimic Human Muscles?
Exploring the Potential and Challenges

Recent advancements in robotics have
highlighted a major challenge in creating
human-like machines: the development of
artificial muscles. While existing muscle cell-
like actuators attempt to address this, many
fall short due to issues like poor force
magnification, limited displacement, and
high voltage requirements, which prevent
them from fully mimicking real muscle cells.
Additive manufacturing, specifically 3D
printing, offers a solution by enabling the
creation of micro actuators that replicate the
essential properties of natural muscle cells.
This process allows for scalable,
multifunctional muscle-like structures that
can range from microscopic to full-sized
muscles, closely mimicking the form and
function of human muscle.

One significant advantage of 3D printing is
the ability to use polymeric materials,
especially piezoelectric polymers, ideal for
actuator applications. Unlike traditional
methods like lithography, 3D printing allows
the creation of complex, inter connect able
microstructures at a single go. These
actuators can be arranged to mimic how

muscle cells
a r e
connected,
enabling
coordinated
contraction
a n d
expansion.
Additionally,
they are
scalable:
individual actuators can deflect by microns,
while larger arrays can deflect by
decimeters or even meters, with force
scaling accordingly.

Although MEMS (Micro-electro-mechanical
systems) actuators have made progress,
they still struggle to match the force and
deflection capabilities of real muscles,
limiting their performance.

Skeletal Muscle

3D printing addresses this gap by offering a
cost-effective, low-voltage solution to create
highly functional actuators at reduced
production costs. With the growing demand
for efficient manufacturing solutions in
nano-technology and microscale
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technologies, 3D printing is poised to play a pivotal role in overcoming these limitations in the
near future.

By using polymeric micro actuators that form 2D or 3D arrays, piezoelectric muscles can be
created—artificial muscles that precisely mimic human muscle movements. This technology
holds great promise for applications in robotics, prosthetics, and manufacturing, providing
scalable, efficient, and cost-effective solutions for industries integrating human-like

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Terahertz Communication: The Backbone of 6G Technology

A 6G network is defined as a cellular network
that operates in untapped radio frequencies
and uses cognitive technologies like Al to
enable high-speed, low-latency
communication at a pace multiple times faster
than fifth-generation networks.6G is the
sixth-generation mobile system standard
currently being developed for wireless
communications over cellular data networks
in telecommunications. It is the successor, or
the next bend in the road, after 5G and will
likely be much faster.

The concept “Terahertz communication" is
considered the backbone of 6G technology
because it utilizes a high-frequency spectrum
within the terahertz band, offering
significantly increased bandwidth and data
transmission speeds compared to current
wireless networks, making it a key enabling
technology for the next generation of mobile
communication, 6G, which requires ultra-fast
data rates and low latency. Future networks
communication scenarios by the 2030s will
include notable applications are three-
dimensional (3D) calls, haptics
communications, unmanned mobility, tele-
operated driving, bio-internet of things, and
the Nano-internet of things. Unlike the
current scenario in which megahertz
bandwidth are sufficient to drive the audio and
video components of user applications, the
future networks of the 2030s will require
bandwidths in several gigahertz's (GHz) (from
10 of gigahertz to 1 terahertz [THz]) to perform
optimally. Based on the current radio
frequency allocation chart, it is not possible to
obtain such a wide contiguous radio spectrum
below 90 GHz (0.09 THz). Interestingly, these
contiguous blocks of radio spectrum are
readily available in the higher
electromagnetic spectrum, specifically in the
Terahertz (THz) frequency band. Deploying
terahertz communication in 6G presents
unique challenges, including extreme data

rates and limited commercial components,
requiring innovative approaches to overcome
these hurdles.

The surge in wireless data traffic expected in
the coming decade has prompted both
academia and industry to explore solutions
beyond current wireless standards, heading
towards 6G wireless networks. Among the
promising options, the sub-terahertz and
terahertz bands, encompassing frequencies
between 100 GHz and 10 THz, will be crucial
in developing 6G and beyond. These
frequencies will complement the lower
frequency spectrum, including sub-6 GHz,
midbands, and millimetre waves. Terahertz
communication for 6G offers a considerable
bandwidth, which can effectively address the
spectrum scarcity challenge currently faced
by wireless networks. This opens up exciting
possibilities for wireless terabit-per-second
(Tbps) connections. Since we expect the
appearance of 6G, it becomes clear that the
trip is to come and exciting. The 6G potential
extends far beyond higher speeds on the
Internet, protesting the new era of digital
innovation and connection. As a boundary
between researchers and technology and
what is possible around the world, we are at
the brink of a technological revolution.

The vision of wireless communications 6Gis a
proof of human ingenuity and a merciless
desire for progress. Thanks to potential
solutions, such as terahertz frequency and
holographic connection, 6G will revolutionize
the wireless landscape.

I have five such suggestions to be
included in the judiciary to eliminate
corruption and increase the faith of people
in the judiciary.

D My first suggestion is for separate
judges to carry out court proceedings and
issue the final verdict. Even though I
appreciate the argument that the one who
1s handling the day-to-day activities in
court has a greater insight into the case,
but we cannot forget that they are also
human beings. They could have a threat on
their life from the concerned parties that
can alter their judgment. There could be
other

factors for biasness as well. There are
many ways to implement the above change
in the legal structure. One way may be

1) There is a high-resolution camera
in the courtroom where all the proceedings
could be recorded.

2) The judge assigned the job of
issuing the final judgment will be given all
the related documents and recordings of
witnesses.

3) In no way can anyone know who is
responsible for delivering the final verdict.
It should be fully computer- programmed
so that even the court staff will have no
idea to whom among the panel of judges
the case has been referred. After 5 years of
verdicts, only judges can be traced if
needed for promotional purposes and only
by the department. This should be avoided
for cases related to big criminals.

4) The judge handling the
proceedings will not be allowed to give his



perceptions or findings related to the case.

5) To ensure that the final verdict is
just and fair, the judge delivering the
verdict will have provisions to get his
queries cleared post- and during the
proceedings of the case by directing the
judge involved in the case proceedings.
The provision for giving bail should also
lie with the hidden judge. In UP Atik
Ahmed's case, 10 judges refused to take
the case and got themselves transferred.
This shows how the judges

feel helplessin front of big criminals.

6) Judges acting as the hidden judge
in some cases should be the processing
judge in some other cases.

Now the question arises about time delays
and the extreme pressure on the judiciary
related to pending cases. As the people get
to know that in no way they can influence
the judiciary, the crime rate and the
number of cases are bound to decrease like
anything. When our constitution was
being framed, the technology was not that
advanced. But now we can apply these
things, which will only increase faith in
the judiciary, constitution & country as a
whole.

1) My second suggestion is that if
there are video recordings of any criminal
accused, justice should be provided very
quickly. Separate arrangements should
be made for quick judgment. The video
recording should also be checked before
the first date. Video recording should also
be checked properly. This is also an
important issue.The video recording
should be sent directly to the office located
in a foreign country.

And we should have offices in 10-15
countries. Similar to the separate judges
case, it should be

completely confidential that which
recording has gone to which office. Again,
if the language of the video is Punjabi and

-

is of Punjab, then a person from Chennai
who knows Punjabi should observe it. For
more clarity,appointments in such offices
should be made only for three months,
and officers could not use mobile phones
during this period.

There is an alternative way, too. Two
people from the accused and two from the
complainant side will be present at the
time of testing the authenticity of the
video recording. The names of the two
people will only be revealed only 30
minutes or so before the checking process.
The concept behind two people is that one
of them may be an expert and the other
will be a complainant or a reliable guy. It
depends on the complainant whether he
wants to give the video instantly, submit
it to the court beforehand, or both. The
staff who is assigned the duty to check the
authenticity of the video has to undergo
definite processes documented and
known to both parties. The parties must
have the right to record the
authentication process.

III) My third suggestion is that
whenever police are called, they should
have in-built cameras. What the police
observe and whatever is written on the
charge sheet, often there is no
coordination between the two. Now,
whatever you see, it will be recorded by
the camera. And the same will have to be
submitted to the court along with the
charge sheet.

V) My fourth suggestion is to have a
string operation in police offices and
general government offices every 2 or 3
years. From which we can know whether
the employees working there accept
money or not. The person appointed to
conduct the string operation should be
through a trust. And this trust should not
be government. The trust should be
jointly monitored by the Ramakrishna
Mission, Iskon, Muslim Board, etc.



V) My fifth and final suggestion is
that a person booked under special
sections as assault, rape, attempt to rape,
etc. should be verified by a lie detector. The
person to whom injustice is done has to
answer simple questions related to his or
her assault.

Like Malati, Aunty filed a case against my
father. Questions asked of Malti Aunty
should be: Q1) Is the color of the sky blue?
Q2) Is fire cold?

Q3) Did Lalit Jibeat you?

variability (HRV), suggesting that
fluctuations in solar cycles could influence
cardiovascular function. Additionally,
research by Cornélissen et al. (2002) in
Minnesota highlighted a 5% increase in
myocardial infarction mortality during peak
solar activity years, along with a correlation
between heart rate and sunspot numbers
during specific phases of the solar cycle.
These studies collectively underscore the
potential effects of geomagnetic

disturbances and solar activity on



cardiovascular health, indicating that
variations in these environmental factors
may correlate with increased risks for
conditions such as myocardial infarction
and other cardiovascular events.

There are specific key challenges in
understanding the mechanisms behind the
biological effects of Extremely Low
Frequency (ELF, 3 Hz—3 kHz) non-ionizing
electromagnetic fields (EMFs). Firstly, the
biological effects appear under conditions
where the energy transfer from the
electromagnetic fields to the biological
system is much lower than what is typically
required for classical physical or
physiochemical interactions. Secondly,
these effects are observed within a specific
and limited range of frequencies or
modulations, predominantly in the ELF
spectrum, commonly referred to as
frequency or modulation windows. Rather
than following traditional dose-response
relationships, the effects manifest across
multiple intensity or dose ranges, often
termed intensity windows. But there is a
pre-eminent way that has been proposed to
describe how the solar activities can affect
human beings directly. Electromagnetic
resonances in the Earth-ionosphere cavity,
known as Schumann Resonances, are
excited by global lightning activity and
occur in the ELF band (5—-60 Hz). The
fundamental mode frequency is predicted to
be approximately 10.6 Hz, with higher
harmonics at 18.4, 26.0, 33.5, and 41.1 Hz,
though actual observed frequencies are
reduced by ~40% due to damping. The first
experimental confirmation of Schumann
Resonances was achieved through ELF
noise spectral analysis by Balser and
Wagner (1960), who observed maxima near
7.8, 14.2, 19.6, 25.9, and 32 Hz,
corresponding to the first five modes of the
resonance formula. The average frequency
of minimum power circulating in the Earth-

-

ionosphere cavity (~10.5 Hz) aligns with the
dominant human brain-wave rhythm,
suggesting potential interactions with
human health and behavior. Ionospheric
disturbances, such as those caused by Solar
Proton Events (SPEs) or solar X-ray bursts,
influence Schumann Resonance
frequencies. SPEs decrease the first mode
frequency by ~0.15 Hz, while intense solar
X-ray bursts can increase frequency and
reduce resonance bandwidth by ~0.2 Hz.
Changes in Schumann Resonance due to
solar-induced ionospheric disturbances are
overlaid on natural diurnal variations
caused by solar heating and ionization on
the Earth's dayside.

There are certain other mechanisms
proposed for the effect of solar and
geomagnetic activities on human health.
Lednev (1991) proposed that ELF
electromagnetic fields affect ions weakly
bound within proteins like calmodulin, in
what was called as parametric resonance.
This interaction alters the binding state of
ions such as Ca2[], potentially influencing
enzyme-regulated physiological processes.
ELF electromagnetic fields could
theoretically could theoretically couple to
protein-bound ions, causing bond
distortions. However, the required field
strength (0.1 mT) exceeds typical
geomagnetic fluctuations, making this
mechanism unlikely for natural field
interactions. Charged nuclei with spin can
couple with magnetic fields, with ELF-
range precession frequencies at
geomagnetic flux densities. However, the
physiological relevance is questionable due
to the low abundance of relevant isotopes
and weak field strengths compared to NMR
imaging systems. ELF magnetic fields may
influence free-radical reactions by altering
triplet-to-singlet transitions, potentially



modulating biochemical processes.This
requires specific field strengths and
conditions that are not commonly present
in natural environments. Static magnetic
fields (~1 mT) have been shown to affect
free-radical reactions in vitro. Combined
static and alternating ELF fields could
hypothetically influence free-radical
processes under specific conditions near
critical flux densities. The inability of any
single proposed mechanism to fully
explain the observed effects of ELF
electromagnetic fields suggests the
potential for multiple interacting
mechanisms or the need to explore
additional biophysical models. it is
unlikely that natural ELF electric and
magnetic fields can directly cause health
problems in humans. The field strengths
involved are too small and biological fluids
too dense at atmospheric pressure for
phenomena such as cyclotron resonance to
occur. Therefore, the Schumann resonance
method has the most support, as it stands.
The Sun is posited to, therefore, impact
human health. Having said that, the
effects attributed to Jupiter for the Kumbh

-

Mela cannot be provided a scientific
explanation yet, due to lack of scientific
research on this side. Being a matter of
faith, we can annotate its significance
primarily to timekeeping and referencing,
as it stands, even as the gravitational
effects of Jupiter on Earth are not
insignificant. We must be very careful in
attributing (or not) any astrological aspects
to Jupiter, even as western astrology is
being widely opposed by evidence from
scientific works. A large-scale study,
undertaken by Hartmann-Reuter-Nyborg,
of over 15,000 participants found no
evidence linking date of birth to individual
differences in personality or general
intelligence. Additionally, no support was
found for associations between Sun Signs
in astrology and these traits. Another oft-
cited work by Shawn Carlson showed how
western astrologers failed to perform
better than what chance would do, in a

double-blind test.

In mathematics, this approach is widely used
in algebra, calculus, and geometry to tackle
complex problems efficiently.

Navigators and surveyors rarely measure
direct distances; instead, they use
triangulation. By determining angles and one
known distance, they apply trigonometry to
compute the required measurement
indirectly, providing accurate results in real-
world scenarios such as mapping and GPS
tracking. In business, maximizing profit or
minimizing costs often involves indirect
mathematical methods. Instead of
calculating every possibility, techniques like
Lagrange multipliers in calculus help find
optimal solutions by considering constraints,
allowing companies to make data-driven
decisions efficiently. Modern encryption
techniques rely on number theory,
specifically the indirect approach of factoring
large numbers or using modular arithmetic.
These methods secure data without needing
direct computation of encryption keys,
ensuring cybersecurity in banking and digital
communication. When analyzing large
populations, direct examination 1s
impractical. Instead, statistical methods like
random sampling and inferential statistics
are employed to draw conclusions about the



whole population, reducing effort while
maintaining accuracy in fields like medicine,
social sciences, and market research.
Complex integrals are often solved by
substitution, transforming them into simpler
forms. This indirect method enables
mathematicians and engineers to evaluate
functions that would otherwise be
intractable, making it an essential tool in
physics and engineering applications.
